OVER-THE-TOP ICE CREAM

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Time: 30 minutes
Servings: 4 people

Ice Cream
1 pint vanilla ice cream

8 ounces fudge, cut into 1/2-inch
cubes, plus more for serving

4 large pretzel rods, crushed (about
1/2 cup), plus more for serving



Y2 cup coarsely chopped
chocolate-covered toffee candy bar
(such as Heath), plus more for
serving

4 teaspoons chopped candied lemon
peel, plus more for serving

Homemade Caramel Sauce
Y2 cup granulated sugar
Ya cup water

6 tablespoons unsalted butter (3
ounces), cubed

Y2 cup heavy cream
1 teaspoon vanilla extract

Y5 teaspoon kosher salt

Directions:
Make the sundaes

Scoop ice cream into a large bowl;
stir ice cream until slightly softened,
about 2 minutes. Stir in fudge,
pretzels, toffee candy bar, and lemon
peel until evenly combined. Cover
and freeze until firm, at least 3 or 12
hours.

Make the caramel sauce

Stir together sugar and 1/4 cup water
in @ medium saucepan. Cook over
medium, stirring constantly until
sugar dissolves, about 1 minute and
30 seconds. Continue to cook,
without stirring, until the sugar
mixture turns amber in color, 7 to 10
minutes. Gently swirl pan once, and
carefully whisk in butter cubes.
Remove from heat; gradually whisk
in cream, vanilla, and salt. Let cool
for about 15 minutes.

To serve, scoop ice cream evenly
into 4 bowls. Drizzle each with about
2 tablespoons of caramel sauce;
reserve the remaining sauce for
another use. Garnish sundaes with
additional fudge, pretzels, toffee
candy bar, and lemon peel.

Make Ahead

Caramel sauce can be refrigerated in
an airtight container for up to 2
weeks—microwave in 15-second
intervals to loosen before using.




RECIPE:
HOT FUDGE CHOCOLATE
PUDDING CAKE

INGREDIENTS:

e 1 cup all-purpose flour (or plain
flour)

e 1/2 cup white granulated sugar

e 1/4 cup cocoa powder

e 2 teaspoons baking powder

e 1/4 teaspoon salt

e 3/4 cup milk

e 1/4 cup unsalted butter, melted

e 1 teaspoon pure vanilla extract
FUDGE SAUCE:

e 1/2 cup white granulated sugar

e 1/2 cup packed light brown
sugar

e 3 tablespoons cocoa powder

e 1 and 1/4 cups boiling water

INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Preheat oven to 350°F. Lightly
grease a 9-inch square baking
pan. Pre-boil water in a kettle
while preparing cake.

FOR THE CAKE:

1. Combine 1/2 cup granulated
sugar with the flour, cocoa
powder, baking powder and
salt. Add in the milk, butter and
vanilla; whisk until smooth and
fairly lump free.

2. Pour the batter into a prepared
baking pan or dish and spread
evenly.

FOR THE SAUCE:

Combine together the remaining 1/2
cup white sugar, brown sugar and
remaining 3 tablespoons cocoa
powder. Evenly sprinkle mixture over
the batter. Slowly pour the boiling
water over the top (DO NOT STIR
OR MIX'INTO THE BATTER.
ALLOW THE WATER TO SIT ON
TOP).

1. Bake 35 minutes or until the
center is almost set. Remove
from oven. Allow to cool for 15
minutes.

2. Serve in dessert dishes with
ice cream or whipped cream,
and spoon fudge sauce from
the bottom of the pan over top
of each serving of cake.
